· For each of the nine ancient civilizations, complete a PERSIAN chart.  You may use the chart provided as a template.  It does not have enough room to write your responses.  You can recreate the chart on the computer or write it on a separate piece of paper.

Part 4: People, Terms, and Concepts

· Create definitions for the provided people, terms, and concepts.  These items will be covered on the first exam.
